Number Shape Focus

	We will be continuing to embed the children’s understanding of the number system and familiar shapes.  They will secure their counting of objects using 1-1 correspondence, understanding that the last number they count shows how many there are and recognising numerals. They will also learn that anything can be counted!
Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total (‘cardinal principle’).
