· Playing board games to develop counting forwards and backwards e.g. snakes and ladders

Year 2
· Count in steps of 2, 3, and 5 from 0, and in tens from any number, forward and backward.
· Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations, including the number line.
· Compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100: use < > and = signs.
· Read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and words.
Ideas to support
· Cooking- measuring/ estimating amounts
· Bingo- writing and finding a number
· Matching pairs- numerals and words
· Describe a number for your child to write e.g. it has 3 tens and 4 ones…
