	In May 23 visit from external consultant their findings included - During the visit to a Reception Class lesson the coach shared current learning objectives, linking them to prior learning, and reminded the children of the benefits of exercise for their health. Both the Class Teacher and SEND Support clearly identified how they were supporting the children and the learning in the lesson. The children spoken to knew what they were learning today.

It was clear from the lesson visit and discussions with the Reception children that they very much enjoy their PE and showed a good awareness of the benefits for their health. They knew the PE Intent strapline of ‘Sweat and Smile’ and shared good examples of how the PE Journey impacts positively on their emotional well-being and the development of personal and social skills. They identified that PE made them feel ‘happy’, feel ‘good’, ’feel excited’, and that PE gave them opportunities to ‘work with other children’, ‘listen to them’, and ‘take care of them.’

Discussion with the Class Teacher after the lesson identified that they were familiar with several of the outcomes of the PE curriculum Journey. They linked these effectively to the whole-school curriculum values and provided some good examples of how these were achieved both within PE and extra-curricular sports and activities. They also displayed an understanding of progression in PE, identifying the importance of Fundamental Movement Skills and referencing both the Early Learning Goals and the 3 Pillars of progression. They displayed a very good understanding of the importance of knowing the needs of their children in PE in order to enhance learning and gave good examples of how needs were being met through additional support from adults. They identified the valuable support they receive from the PE Lead.
















	As staff have a good level of knowledge of PE at EYFS – focus the development on KS1 and also at deepening teachers level of knowledge – so we will buy in two days of support from Karen at Allison consultants – to enrich staff knowledge in areas they wish to address – one of these areas will be dance.
