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We believe that it is vital to keep parents informed about our academy. We do this in a variety of ways. Our website is an important source of information.

This includes our prospectus (updated annually) – which we share with all new families – via email and printed out  if needed. Our website also includes all the dates needed for times, dates etc. All our polices are available on our website for families to view. 

Newsletters are shared biweekly via groups call (an app for email communication) and posted on the website.

We also use Class Dojo – a free to use app – where we can share children’s achievements on a day-to-day basis and we also use this to remind about key events and also enables parents to ask us questions too. We also share our whole school achievements on Class Dojo and would also publish this on Facebook and X where appropriate.  
There are a number of opportunities during the school year for you to visit the academy to talk about your child:
Autumn Term:  Just before the first break in October we have parent consultations throughout the school, when you will hear how your child has settled into the new school year and discuss behaviour and attendance as well as achievements. 
Spring Term: There will be a second Parent consultation in February – similar areas are discussed. We suggest ways that you can continue to support your child at home. 
Summer Term:  At the beginning of July you will receive a written report which will tell you how your child is progressing in key areas of the curriculum. If your child is in Year 2, this report will also give you information on the end of Key Stage 1 assessments in the core curriculum areas. For Year 1 you will receive information about the outcome of the statutory phonics check.
In the summer term we also hold an Open Afternoon/Evening for Parents. This offers a chance to discuss the report and to meet with staff- including, if possible, your child’s next teacher. 
We are an inclusive school – so all our families have access to the above information in addition there are enhanced opportunities where parents can discuss progress with class teachers and SENDCO through regular interim and annual reviews/progress meetings. 
We have a very open-door policy and staff are available at the start and end of the day to speak to face to face. If we have any concerns to discuss staff will contact, you face to face or via telephone. We may use dojo to communicate with you – but this will generally be for questions and positive praise. We also welcome face to face conversations if you have any concerns – but any questions / queries can be raised via dojo, email, or telephone. We have a link on our website to the Gat complaints policy.

We also ask for annual feedback from families and combine this with our Spring term parents evening. This is in the form of an online survey via Microsoft forms – which we publicise and also display QR codes to log on. We share the results and actions in our newsletters. 
Senior leaders and teachers are also very visible in the academy, and we welcome and feedback and comments face to face. 
Parents are a vital part of our academy – we are seeking to recruit two parent ambassadors for this academy – who will represent the views and thoughts of the community- meeting with the principal to share ideas. 
We do welcome parent volunteers and have a procedure to become involved in the school. We seek volunteers after Oct half term – when the children have settled in. 
Involving parents in their child’s learning is very important. We do this in a variety of ways:
· Workshops – phonics – Years1 and Reception – phonics packs shared.
· Leaflets – how to help your child read, kinetic letters. 
· Information and methods shared on homework. 
· Working alongside your child – in phonics and maths – sessions in classes
We review this strategy with parent ambassadors and our education director on at least an annual basis. 
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
