Applying for a place  at the Junior School and Reception Sept 26 
We have emailed out information regarding how to apply for a place at the Junior School . This needs to be completed by Jan 15th 2026 – but the portal is open now .

This is the place to apply for a place for Year 3 at the Juniors and also for a place for Reception in 2026 – we’d love our nursery families to apply for a place with us . 
APPLICATIONS FOR  Pupil Premium
It’s really important for our school that all pupils who meet the criteria apply to get the support they need – applying for this funding can also really help our school too!
Even if your child is in Reception/Year 1 or Year 2 and therefore gets a free meal anyway, please do still apply if you think you meet the criteria outlined in this letter as this will generate pupil premium funding for your child and other extra funding into the school. We also want to make sure as many families as possible benefit from this additional support – which will continue in the Junior Academy.  If you are eligible – we allocate £ 50 of support for uniforms ( ordered by us) , trips etc and also families will become eligible for vouchers for food support over the school holidays  if you are able to claim this benefit. 
To be eligible for free school meals you must be in receipt of the following benefits:
· Income support
· Income-based Job Seekers Allowance
· Child Tax Credit, with no Working Tax Credit, with an income below £16,190
· Universal Credit
· Universal Credit and employed – take home pay must be no more than £616.67 per month
Please do not apply if you are receiving:
· Working Tax Credit, if so you are not entitled to pupil premium no matter what your annual income is;
· Universal Credit and you or your partner you are living with are employed and your ‘take home pay’ is more than £616.67 a month 
· Child Tax Credit with no Working Tax Credit, your annual income must be no more than £16,190 to receive free school meals.
If you feel you meet the eligibility criteria we would be most grateful if you could please fill in the application form which is located at the link below and submit it to the local authority – we are North Northamptonshire
