We are  still noticing an increase in the numbers of bugs and sickness that we are having in school. There are guidelines from the NHS for the processes to follow when children are in. It can be a tricky balance – we really want children to be in school as much as possible – but want to try to limit the spread of the bugs.  We ask that children stay at home for 48 hours after sickness  and / or diarrhoea. There is some information regarding guidance for childhood illness.
