Pupil Premium [image: Newcroft Primary Academy]
Some of our families are entitled to pupil premium if you are in receipt of Universal Credit – you may be eligible. Families who are eligible receive vouchers for food over some of the holidays, £50 support from us for uniforms and school trips and are able to book free activities during the holidays.  We also gain extra income as a school which is really helpful. 
You can apply to see if you are eligible here 
Free School Meals
Although the site is labelled as free school meals – this is confusing as all children for Reception – Year 2 are able to have free meals regardless of family income. This benefit is on top of this – although your child would still be eligible for free school meals at the Juniors if they qualify. Please do call the main office if you require any help with this.
